This application package consists of this original signed Application, and three (3) copies of each exhibit.

1.
Three (3) copies of a statement of the full legal name, address and telephone number of the person, corporation, partnership or joint venture making this application, and a listing of the names, addresses and telephone numbers of any employees, officers, agents, brokers, engineers or attorneys working with us on this project who may be involved in is development.

2.
Three (3) copies of the construction drawings and the final plat, if applicable.

3.
Three (3) copies of the recorded deed for all property to be developed or served.

4.
Three (3) copies of any deed of trust, mortgage, lien, lease, or other encumbrance on the property to 
be developed or served.

5.
Three (3) copies of a complete written description of the project including the number of lots, the use 

to be made of each lot, whether or not fire protection is requested, and if so describe the number of 

fire hydrants or sprinkler heads to be installed, include the rate of flow and residual pressure 


requirements for the development and any special considerations which need to be taken into account 

in planning the water supply.  If this is an apartment complex or residential subdivision include the 

number of bedrooms for each unit/home and any information with regard to clubhouses and 


swimming pools.

6.
Three (3) copies of a contour map with all elevations shown with a maximum of twenty (20) feet between contour lines.  Indicate on the contour map expected boundaries of each projected lot and the proposed location of each building to be constructed within each lot.

When the completed application is submitted, a file will be opened and the evaluation process will begin.

A written contract will be developed according to the Rules and Regulations, the Resolutions, the minimum requirements of the State Department of Conservation, and any other applicable local, State and Federal regulations.  I may obtain a copy of the District's Rules and Regulations from the District's office.

I further understand that there will be no agreement on the part of the Utility District to supply water service or to allow water line extensions until the written contract has been approved and executed by the Commissioners of the Utility District and the owner/developer.  This contract will provide the amount of, and the time for the payment of the application fee, tap fees, connection fees, access fees, fire taps, administrative fees, all on-site and off-site improvements required as a condition of service, and other provisions pertaining to easements and general  conditions.
